HBL Asset Management Limited, the Management Company, is not listed and hence, the Code is not applicable to it. However,
HBL — Stock Fund (the Fund) being listed at the Lahore Stock Exchange comes under the ambit of the Code. The Fund, beir
a unit trust scheme, does not have its own Board. The Board of Directors of the Management Company manages the affairs
of the Fund and has appointed the Chief Executive Officer (CEO), Chief Financial Officer (CFO) and the Company Secreta
of the Management Company and other necessary personnel to manage its affairs.

HBL Stock Fund is an open ended mutual fund and was listed on Lahore Stock Exchange on September 7, 2007. The units
the Fund have been offered for public subscription on a continuous basis from August 29, 2007.

The Management Company has applied the principles contained in the Code in the following manner:

1. The Management Company encourages representation of independent non-executive directors. As on June 30, 2011 the
Board consists of five directors with four non-executive directors including two independent directors.

2. None of directors is serving as a director in ten or more listed companies.

3. All the resident directors of the Management Company are registered as taxpayers and none of them has defaulted in
payment of any loan to a banking company, a DFI or an NBFI or, being a member of a stock exchange, has been declared ¢
a defaulter by that stock exchange.

4. During the year, Mr. R. Zakir Mahmood resigned from the Board as both the Chairman and member with effect from March
31, 2011.

5. The Management Company has adopted a “Code of Business Ethics and Business Practices”, which has been acknowledg
by all the Directors and distributed to employees of the company.

6. The Board has developed a vision/mission statement, over all corporate strategy and significant policies of the company.
A complete record of the particulars along with the dates on which they were approved or amended has been maintained.

7. All the powers of the Board have been duly exercised and decisions on material transactions, including appointment and
determination of remuneration and terms and conditions of employment of the CEO, have been taken by the Board.

8. The meetings of the Board were presided over by the Chairman, when present and the Board met six times during the year.
Written notices of the Board meetings, along with agenda and working papers, were circulated at least seven days before
the meetings. The minutes of the meetings were appropriately recorded and circulated.

9. All the members of the Board are well aware of operations of the fund and the Management Company,
therefore no orientation courses were arranged during the year ended June 30, 2011.




10. The Board has approved the appointment of CFO and Company Secretary including their remuneration and term and
conditions of employment as determined by the CEO.

11. Directors Report for the year ended June 30, 2011 has been prepared in compliance with the requirements of the Code
and fully describes the salient matters required to be disclosed.

12. The financial statements of the Fund were duly endorsed by CEO and CFO before approval of the Board.

13. The Directors, CEO and Executives do not hold units of the Fund other than those disclosed in note 20 to the financial
statements “Transactions with Connected Persons”.

14. The Company has complied with the corporate and financial reporting requirements of the Code.
15. The Board has formed an Audit Committee. It comprises of three members, all of whom are non-executive directors.

16. The meetings of the audit committee were held atleast once every quarter prior to approval of interim and final results
of the Fund, as required by the Code.

17. The company has outsourced its internal audit function to a reputable firm of Chartered Accountants who is considered
suitably qualified and experienced for the purpose.

19. The Statutory Auditors of the fund have confirmed that they have been given a satisfactory rating under the quality control
review program of the Institute of Chartered Accountants of Pakistan, that they or any of the partners of the firm, their spouse
and minor children do not hold units of the Fund and that the firm and all its partners are in compliance with the International
Federation of Accountants (IFAC) guidelines on Code of Ethics as adopted by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of Pakistar

20. The related party transactions have been placed before the audit committee and approved by the Board of Directors with
necessary justification for non arm’s length transactions, if any, and pricing methods for transactions that were made on terms
equivalent to those that prevail in the arm’s length transactions only if such terms can be substantiated.

20. The Statutory Auditors or the persons associated with them have not been appointed to provide other services except
in accordance with the Listing Regulations and the auditors have confirmed that they have observed IFAC guidelines in this
regard.

21. We confirm that all other material principles contained in the Code have been complied with.

LEGAL STATUS AND NATURE OF BUSINESS

HBL Stock Fund (the Fund) was established under a Trust Deed, dated August 09, 2007, executed between HBL
Asset Management Limited as the Management Company and Central Depository Company of Pakistan Limited as
the Trustee. The Fund was authorised by the Securities and Exchange Commission of Pakistan as a unit trust
scheme on August 21, 2007.

The Management Company of the Fund has been licensed to act as an Asset Management Company under the
NBFC Rules through a certificate of registration issued by the SECP. The registered office of the Management
Company is situated at 8B - 8th Floor, Executive Tower, Dolmen City, Block 4, Clifton, Karachi, Pakistan.

The Fund is an open end mutual fund and offers units for public subscription on a continuous basis. The units are
transferable and can also be redeemed by surrendering to the Fund. The Fund is listed on the Lahore Stock
Exchange.

The principal activity of the Fund is to provide long-term capital growth by investing primarily in a diversified pool of
equities, equities related instruments and government securities.

JCR-VIS Credit Rating Agency has assigned management quality rating of 'AM3+' to the Management Company and
has assigned one year Fund Performance Ranking at MFR 3-Star, two year Fund Performance Ranking at MFR-4
Star and three year Fund Performance Ranking at MFR-3-Star to the Fund based on financial information of the
period ended December 31, 2010.

Title to the assets of the Fund are held in the name of CDS as a trustee of the Fund.
BASIS OF PREPARATION
Statement of compliance

These financial statements have been prepared in accordance with approved accounting standards as applicable in
Pakistan. Approved accounting standards comprise of such International Financial Reporting Standards (IFRS)
issued by the International Accounting Standards Board as are notified under the Companies Ordinance, 1984, the
requirements of the Trust Deed, the Non-Banking Finance Companies (Establishment and Regulation) Rules, 2003
(the NBFC Rules), the Non-Banking Finance Companies and Notified Entities Regulations, 2008 (the NBFC
Regulations) and directives issued by the Securities and Exchange Commission of Pakistan (SECP). Wherever the
requirements of the Trust Deed, the NBFC Rules, the NBFC Regulations or directives issued by SECP differ with the
requirements of IFRS, the requirements of the Trust Deed, the NBFC Rules, the NBFC Regulations or the directives
issued by SECP prevail.

Standards, interpretations and amendments to published approved accounting standards that are effective
in the current year

There are certain new standards, amendments and interpretations that became effective during the year and are
mandatory for accounting periods beginning on or after January 1, 2010 but are considered not to be relevant or did
not have any significant effect on the Fund's operations and are, therefore, not detailed in these financial statements.

New and amended standards and interpretations that are not yet effective and have not been early adopted

The following revised standard has been published and is mandatory for accounting periods beginning on or after
January 1, 2011:

IAS 24 (revised), ‘Related party disclosures’, issued in November 2009. It supersedes IAS 24, ‘Related party
disclosures’, issued in 2003. The revised standard clarifies and simplifies the definition of a related party and
removes the requirement for government-related entities to disclose details of all transactions with the government
and other government-related entities. The Fund will apply the revised standard from July 1, 2011. The Fund is
currently in the process of assessing the impact, if any, of the revised standard on the related party disclosures.
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Thereare other new and amendedstandardsand interpretations that are mandatoryfor accountingperiodsbeginningon or
after Julyl, 2011 but are considerednot to be relevantor do not have any significanteffect on the Fund'soperationsand are
therefore not detailed in these financial statements.

2.4 Critical accounting estimates and judgments

The preparation of financialstatementsin conformity with approvedaccountingstandardsrequiresthe use of certain critical
accountingestimates.It alsorequiresthe managemento exerciseits judgmentin the processof applyingthe Fund'saccounting
policies.Estimatesand judgmentsare continually evaluatedand are basedon historical experience includingexpectationsof
future eventsthat are believedto be reasonableunderthe circumstancesTheareaswhere variousassumptionsand estimates
are significantto the Fund'sfinancial statements or where judgment was exercisedin application of accountingpolicies
principally relate to classification and valuation of investments (note 3.2 and note 5).

2.5 Accounting convention

Thesefinancialstatementshave beenpreparedunder the historicalcost conventionexceptthat investmentshave beencarried
at fair value.

2.6 Functional and Presentation Currency
These financial statements are presented in Pak Rupees, which is the Fund's functional and presentation currency.
3 SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Theprincipalaccountingpoliciesappliedin the preparationof thesefinancialstatementsare set out below. Thesepolicieshave
been consistently applied to all the years unless otherwise stated.

3.1 Cash and cash equivalents

Cashandcashequivalentsincludebankbalancesand other shortterm highlyliquid investmentswith originalmaturities of three
months or less.

3.2 Financial assets
3.2.1 Classification

TheFundclassifiests financialassetsn the following categoriesfinancialassetsat fair valuethrough profit or loss,available-for-
sale and loans and receivables.The classificationdependson the purpose for which the financial assetswere acquired.

Managementdeterminesthe classificationof its financialassetsat initial recognitionand re-evaluatesthis classificationon a

regular basis.

Investments are categorized as follows:
a) Financial assets at fair value through profit or loss

Financiabssetghat are acquiredprincipallyfor the purposeof generatingprofit from short-term fluctuationsin pricesare
classified as held for trading in the 'Financial assets at fair value through profit or loss' category.

b) Loans and receivables

These are non-derivative financial assets with fixed or determinable payments that are not quoted in an active market.

c) Available-for-sale

Available-for-saldinancialassetsare those non-derivativefinancialassetsthat are designatedas available-for-saler are
not classified as (a) loans and receivables or (b) financial assets at fair value through profit or loss.

3.2.2 Regular way contracts
All purchasesand salesof securitiesthat require deliverywithin the time frame establishedby regulationor market convention

are recognised at the trade date. Trade date is the date on which the Fund commits to purchase or sell assets.
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3.2.3 Initial recognition and measurement

Financiabssetsare initially recognisedat fair value plustransactioncostsexceptfor financialassetscarriedat fair valuethrough
profit or loss.Financiabssetscarriedat fair valethrough profit or lossare initially recognisedat fair valueand transactioncosts
are expensed in income statement.

3.2.4 Subsequent measurement

Subsequento initial recognition, financial assetsdesignatedby the managementas at fair value through profit or lossand
available-for-sale are valued as follows:

a) Basis of valuation of Government Securities

The investment of the Fundin GovernmentSecuritiesis valued on the basisof rates announcedby the FinancialMarket
Association.

b) Basis of valuation of Equity Securities

The investment of the Fund in equity securities is valued on the basis of quoted market prices available at the stock exchange.

c) Basis of valuation of debt securities

Theinvestmentof the Fundin debt securitiesis valued on the basisof rates determined by the Mutual FundsAssociationof
Pakistan(lMUFAP)n accordancewith the methodologyprescribedby SECHRor valuationof debt securitiesvideits CircularNo.1
of 2009 dated January6, 2009. In the determination of the rates, MUFAPtakes into accountthe holding pattern of these
securitiesand categorisesthem as traded, thinly traded and non-traded securities. The circular also specifiesthe valuation
process to be followed for each category as well as the criteria for the provisioning of non-performing debt securities.

Gainsand lossesarisingfrom the difference between the carryingamount and the value determinedin accordancewith the
criteria mentioned above in respect of financial assets at fair value through profit or loss are taken to the Income Statement.

Net gainsand lossesarisingfrom the excessof value determinedin accordancewith the above mentioned criteria over the
carryingamountin respectof available-for-saldinancialassetsare taken to other comprehensivencomeuntil the availablefor
saleinvestmentis derecognisedAt this time, the cumulativegain or losspreviouslyrecognisedn other comprehensivencome
is transferred to the Income Statement.

Loans and receivables

These are subsequently carried at amortised cost.
3.2.5 Impairment of financial assets

a) Equity Securities

The Fundassessest eachreporting date whether there is objective evidencethat the financialassetor a group of financial
assetdgsimpaired.In caseof equity securitiesclassifiedasavailable-for-salea significantor prolongeddeclinein the fair valueof

the securitybelow its costis consideredasan indicator that the securitiesare impaired.If any suchevidenceexistsfor available-
for-salefinancialassetsthe cumulativelossmeasuredasthe differencebetweenthe acquisitioncostandthe current fair value,
less any impairment loss on that financial asset previously recognisedin income statement is reclassifiedfrom other

comprehensivancometo income statement. Impairmentlossesrecognisedon equity securitiesare not reversedthrough the

income statement.

b) Loans and receivables

For financial assetsclassifiedas 'loans and receivables', a provision for impairment is establishedwhen there is objective
evidencethat the Fundwill not be ableto collectall amountsdue accordingto the originalterms. Provisionfor non-performing
debt securitiesand other exposuress madein accordancewith the criteria specifiedin circularNo. 1 dated January6, 2009and
circularNo.

Derecognition

Financiabssetsare derecognisedvhenthe rightsto receivecashflows from the financialassetshaveexpiredor where the Fund
has transferred substantially all risks and rewards of ownership.

Offsetting of financial instruments

Financiabssetsandfinancialliabilitiesare offset and the net amountis reported in the Statementof Assetsand Liabilitieswhen
there is a legallyenforceableright to setoff the recognisedamountsandthere is anintention to settle on a net basis,or realise
the assets and settle the liabilities simultaneously.

Financial liabilities

Allfinancialliabilitiesare recognisedat the time whenthe Fundbecomesa party to the contractualprovisionsof the instrument.
They are initially recognised at fair value and subsequently stated at amortised cost.

A financial liability is derecognised when the obligation under the liability is discharged or cancelled or expired.
Preliminary expenses and floatation costs

Preliminaryexpensesnd floatation costsrepresentexpenditureincurredprior to the commencemenbf operationsof the Fund
and include underwriting commission,commissionto the bankersto the issue,brokeragepaid to the membersof the stock
exchangesand other expensesThesecostsare beingamortisedover a period of five yearsstarting from the end of the initial
offering period as per the requirements set out in the Trust Deed of the Fund.

Provisions

Provisionsare recognisedvhen the Fundhasa present,legalor constructiveobligationasa result of pastevents,it is probable
that an outflow of resourcesembodyingeconomicbenefitswill be requiredto settle the obligationanda reliableestimateof the
amount of obligation can be made. Provisions are regularly reviewed and adjusted to reflect the current best estimate.

Taxation

The income of the Fundis exempt from Income Tax as per clause99 of Part | of the SecondScheduleto the Income Tax
Ordinance,2001 subjectto the condition that not lessthan 90 percent of the accountingincome for the year as reducedby
capital gains whether realised or unrealised is distributed amongst the unit holders.

TheFundis alsoexemptfrom the provisionsof section113(minimumtax) underclausel1Aof PartlV of the SecondScheduldo
the Income Tax Ordinance, 2001.

TheFundprovidesfor deferredtaxation usingthe balancesheetliability method on all major temporarydifferencesbetweenthe
amounts used for financial reporting purposesand amounts used for taxation purposes.In addition, the Fund also records
deferredtax asseton unutilisedtax losseso the extentthat it is no longerprobablethat the related tax benefit will be realised.
However,the Fundhasnot recognisedany amountin respectof deferred tax in thesefinancialstatementsasthe Fundintends
to continueavailingthe tax exemptionin future yearsby distributingat leastninety percentof its accountingincomefor the year
as reduced by capital gains, whether realised or unrealised, to its unit holders every year.

Accrued expenses
Accrued expenses are recognised initially at fair value and subsequently stated at amortised cost.
Issue and redemption of units

Units issuedare recorded at the offer price, determined by the ManagementCompanyfor the applicationsreceivedby the
distributors during businesshours on that date. The offer price representsthe net assetvalue per unit as of the closeof the
businesgday plusthe allowablesalesload, provisionfor transactioncostsandany provisionfor dutiesandchargesif applicable.
The sales load is payable to the investment facilitators, distributors and the Management Company.
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Unitsredeemedare recordedat the redemptionprice,applicableto units for whichthe distributorsreceiveredemptionrequests
duringbusinesshours of that day. Theredemption price representsthe net assetvalue per unit as of the closeof the business
day less any back-end load, any duties, taxes, charges on redemption and any provision for transaction costs, if applicable.

3.10 Element of income / (loss) and capital gains / (losses) included in prices of units issued less those in units redeemed

An equalisationaccountcalledthe ‘element of income/ (loss)and capitalgains/ (losses)ncludedin pricesof unitsissuedless
thosein unitsredeemed' is created,in order to preventthe dilution of per unit incomeand distribution of incomealreadypaid
out on redemption.

Theelementof incomeand capitalgainsincludedin the pricesof unitsissuedessthosein unitsredeemedto the extentthat it is
representedby distributableincome earnedduringthe yearis recognisedn the income statementand the elementof income
and capital gains represented by distributable income carried forward from prior periods is included in the distribution
statement.

3.11 Net Asset Value per unit

The Net AssetValue (NAV)per unit, as disclosedon the Statementof Assetsand Liabilities,is calculatedby dividingthe net
assets of the Fund by the number of units in circulation at the year end.

3.12  Earnings per unit (EPU)

Earningsper unit for the year ended June 30, 2011 has not been disclosedas in the opinion of the management,the
determination of weighted average units for calculating earnings per unit is not practicable.

3.13 Revenue recognition

- Realisedcapital gains/ (losses)risingon saleof investmentsare includedin the Income Statementon the date at which
the transaction takes place.

- Unrealisedcapital gains/ (losses)arisingon re-measurementof investmentsclassifiedas' Financialassetsat fair value
through profit or loss ' are included in the Income Statement in the period in which they arise.

- Dividendincomeis recognisedwhen the right to receivedividendis establishedi.e. on the date of book closureof the
investee company / institution declaring the dividend.

- Profit on bank deposits is recognised on an accrual basis.

- Profit on investments is recognised on an accrual basis.

3.14 Proposed Distribution

Distributions declared subsequentto the reporting date are consideredas non-adjustingevents and are recognisedin the
financial statements in the period in which such distributions are declared.

FINANCIAL RISK MANAGEMENT

The Fund primarily invests in a portfolio of equity and money market investments such as sharesof listed companies,
governmentsecurities,and in other moneymarket instruments.Theseinvestmentsare exposedto a variety of financialrisks:
market risk, credit risk and liquidity risk.

Market risk

Market risk is the risk that the fair value or future cashflows of a financialinstrument will fluctuate becauseof changesin
market prices.

TheManagementCompanymanagesnarket risk by monitoring exposureon marketablesecuritiesby following the internal risk
managementpolicies and investment guidelinesapproved by the Investment Committee and regulationslaid down by the
Securities and Exchange Commission of Pakistan.

Market risk comprises three types of risk: currency risk, interest rate risk and other price risk.
Currency risk

Currencyrisk is the risk that the fair value or future cashflows of a financialinstrumentwill fluctuate becauseof changesn
foreign exchangerates. The Fund,at present,is not exposedto currencyrisk asits operationsare geographicallyestricted to
Pakistan and all transactions are carried out in Pak Rupees.

Interest rate risk

Interestrate riskis the risk that the fair valueor future cashflows of a financialinstrumentwill fluctuate becauseof changesn
market interest rates.

a) Sensitivity analysis for variable rate instruments

Presently,the Funddoesnot hold any variablerate instrumentsas at June30, 2011, that could exposethe Fundto cashflow
interest rate risk.

b)  Sensitivity analysis for fixed rate instruments

Asat June30, 2011, the Fundholds TreasuryBillswhich are classifiedas available-for-saleexposingthe Fundto fair value
interest rate risk. In caseof 100 basispointsincreasein rates announcecdby the FinanciaMarket Associatioron June30, 2011,
with all other variablesheld constant,the net assetsvould havebeenlower by Rs.132,902(2010:164,879).In caseof 100basis
pointsdecreasen rates announcedoy the FinanciaMarket Associatioron June30, 2011, with all other variablesheld constant,
the net assets would have been higher by Rs. 135,070 (2010: 154,731).
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The compositionof the Fund'sinvestmentportfolio and rates announcedby the FinancialMarket Associationis expectedto
changeover time. Therefore,the sensitivityanalysispreparedas of June30, 2011is not necessarilyndicative of the effect on
the Fund's net assets due to future movements in interest rates.
